Our city became quiet as we know how the New Yorkers were about to face many
challenges that we faced just 6 years ago. As the nation came together once again, we learned our
resilience to adversity makes us stronger and our unity can heal our wounds.

This year with the COVID-19 and Pandemic, life has become once again a great “Unknown”, but this
time the enemy has no face and it strikes anywhere and at any time. So the question is how to face
yet another uncertainty with no clear path ahead. Honestly, this one is a puzzle that has not been
solved and we are all trying to deal with everywhere.
